Be it resolved that the Legislative Assembly urge the Government to continue
working to combat the impacts of drug abuse in Alberta and urge the
Government of Canada to make all efforts, in conjunction with its allies, to
prevent the export of lethal and highly addictive opioids, including but not
limited to fentanyl and carfentanil and related chemicals from which these
opioids are formed, from all foreign countries, including the People’s Republic
of China and Mexico.
